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Resumen 

El presente artículo tiene como objetivo medir los aspectos cualitativos utilizados por los 

diferentes subgrupos de la etnia Kumiai para la oferta de sus productos culturales. Esto 

debido a que se observan diferencias en los niveles de desarrollo económico y de 

penetración pública, aun cuando se trata de un mismo pueblo nativo con un mismo 

idioma, cultura, ideología e historia, pero divididos por la frontera política entre Baja 

California México y California Estados Unidos. Para cuantificar esas diferencias se usó el 

método de toma de decisiones multicriterio de Saaty y se obtuvo como resultado cuáles 

son los aspectos con más impacto para mostrarse como grupo consolidado que ofrece 

productos culturales atractivos.

Abstract 

This article aims to measure the qualitative aspects used by different subgroups of the 

Kumiai ethnicity for their cultural product offering. This due to the fact that there are 

differences in levels of economic development and public penetration, even though it's a 

same native people with a common language, culture, ideology and history, but divided 

by the political border between Baja California Mexico and California United States. 
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Saaty multi-criteria decision-making method was used to quantify these differences and 

resulted in what aspects with more impact to show as a consolidated group that offers 

attractive cultural products.

Kumiai settlements in Baja California and California U.S. Field data were collected and 

provided for this study by the academic body Design and Communication of the UABC, 

attached to the Unit Valle de las Palmas, who developed studies concerning identity 

graphics, aesthetic and cultural products of the ethnic group in general and this research 

subject settlement, obtaining comparable and concise data. 

Model methodology Multi-criteria decision making, supported in the process of making 

decisions AHP analytic hierarchy for its acronym in English (Saaty, 1980), based on the 

fundamental scale for pairwise comparisons (Saaty, 1997) was used, the proposed 

methodology helps us to evaluate objectively weighted criteria previously established,

8                   Julio - Diciembre 2015               RICEA 

and in turn, revealing this method helps us to choose the best option among several, 

obtaining a better score or percentage among comparable values selected with respect to 

a subject. This is a method traditionally used in both the public and private sectors, 

however, sometimes it gets to present some shortcomings, therefore it is necessary to 

emphasize that this analysis qualitative criteria were used by the features presented for 

the tables of values They will be exhibited in the development work. 

Among the main features that we can find the following:  

1. The criteria are sometimes insufficient for its qualitative nature and 

therefore may seem insufficient to carry out comparisons. 

2. The weightings of the criteria are made based on the table of 

comparative scale peer, points are assigned for the importance of each 

criterion. 

3. The same evaluation criteria for each criterion is assigned, these 

were evaluated subjectively (qualitative criterion by criterion) and not 

by formulas, values or cost (quantitative criterion). 

In order to leverage the data collected, the method of multi-criteria decision making, 

supported in the process of making decisions analytic hierarchy is proposed. By 

evaluating the comparison matrix of global goals in the method of AHP EMC.

The basic scale for pairwise comparisons (Saaty, 1997) is a widely used in economics 

and decision-making tool, this is a practical way of representing preference information 

on alternatives to an amount from the expression of preferences including judgments 

considering a set X = {x1…., xn} 

The way to fix this is to standardize the information so that the unit and / or the way it is 

expressed not distort the result. This process is called normalization and can be defined as 

the process by which the value of the variable becomes and remains in the range [0-1]. 

(Aznar, 2012) 

 

There are different normalization procedures each with their characteristics and 

calculation, especially with different results in terms of distribution within the general 
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range of [0-1] and the maintenance or otherwise of proportionality. Here are the most 

important standardization procedures are developed. For his theoretical explanation data 

will be used in the form presented in Table 4 and the end of paragraph An example is 

given to the implementation of all forms of normalization analyzed. (Ruíz-Tagle 2011)

This demonstrates that this method (HAP), also can be used in qualitative aspects such as 

cultural and social aspects, in this case applied to the cultural offer of a specific ethnic 

group. Therefore by the qualities thereof, each criterion can be placed on the table Saaty, 

and may be approved with different values that not all the time can be quantitative, 

reaching precise and measurable results when required to have specific data for decision 

decisions. 
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
